Lima to Paracas

6:30am - 7:00am

DAY 2

Paracas to Huacachina

7:45am

We start our day! Meeting point at Hotel Residencial Los Frayles.

8:00am - 10:00am (OPTIONAL)

Ballestas Islands: 2 hour boat tour of the islands. The Ballestas are a smaller version of the Galapagos, and just as great. You'll see sea
lions, penguins and lots of birds all in their natural habitat. If you're lucky, you may even see a dolphin or three!

Nazca Lines Flight

If you are interested in doing a world famous Nazca Lines Flight (highly recommended) to see the incredible lines, then it is possible to do the flight and take the bus to Arequipa
later that evening. A special shuttle service operates from Huacachina to Nazca that costs 60 soles (around $16), and allows for bag storage too. All of this can be organized with
your guide on the bus as you arrive to Huacachina.

DAY 4

Arrive to Arequipa

5:40am

Arrive in Arequipa — Arguably Peru's most beautiful city, the "Ciudad Blanca" to locals, or the White City!

What to do

Visit the famous monastery of Saint Catalina, spend some time in the second deepest canyon in the world, the Colca Canyon, indulge in the delectable cuisine of this region, or
simply join a free walking tour of this beautiful city!

Arequipa is a big city with plenty to do so if you are looking to extend your travels, we recommend you add a few days here!

DAY 5
Arequipa (Colca Canyon)

3:00am - 5:30pm (OPTIONAL)
Full Day Colca Canyon Tour: The second deepest Canyon in the world.
5:30pm

Return to Arequipa.

Note

Many travelers find that starting a 2 Day trek or tour after an overnight bus is very tiring. If you are short on time the 1-day tour option might be best for you. To do a Colca Canyon
Trek requires a minimum of 3-4 days in Arequipa (you will need at least 1 day to acclimatize properly) and will depend on the option you choose (2 Day/1 Night Trek or 3 Days/2
Nights).

DAY 6

Arequipa to Cusco

5:45am

Depart Arequipa — we pick you up from hotels and hostels located in the central city zone. Be ready for pick up 20 minutes before your
scheduled departure!

6:30pm
